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Multifilbre fabric

Multifibre fabric can be used as an
adjacent fabric in many color fastness
tests, such as fastness to sweat, water or
washing, to evaluate the color transfer of
textile materials. It is a standardised
fabric, made up of 6 bands of different
fibres: acetate, cotton, nylon, polyester,
acrylic and wool.
